2.  Open Session

2.1 Consideration and review of master class schedule and high school credits.
President Bentley stated the reason for the special meeting is to provide an opportunity for informal discussion pertaining to the master class schedule and high school credits.  She reported that she had been researching AYP (Annual Yearly Progress) and area school districts, which is the program that requires a school district to meet a standard that will increase from 70% in 2009/2010 to 100% in 2013/2014.  Presently Pawnee is one of the 3 districts among the 13 districts researched that met AYP.  Several of the other districts are on the Early Academic Warning or Watch list.  She thought this information would help in the discussion because at the last board meeting she heard concerns about a need to reduce credit requirements and add Study Halls to help reduce the pressure for the non-college bound student.
Currently Pawnee requires 30 credits to graduate.  The change from the Block-8 schedule to an 8 period day, with a 20 minute study hall at the end of the day, has caused concern for some parents and students.  Principal Wilson interviewed thirteen students from the high school to garner their opinion: 8 like the new schedule and 5 liked Block-8.  CACC and Dual credit courses were discussed.  Presently Pawnee is not able to offer Dual credit through LLCC and CACC has not been offered due to financial constraints.  Due to Pawnee’s small high school enrollment and declining funding, class offerings have been scaled back and the schedule adapted to meet the needs of the majority of the students.  
Superintendent Burton commented that while the system can be improved, we are already doing things right.  We are not broken.  Kindernay stated the administration, the experts, have heard the concerns of the group and now can look at options and make their recommendations/presentation at the March meeting.
Superintendent Burton stated that registration will proceed with the current system and any adjustments will be incorporated.  Several schools have been contacted for their schedules and will be distributed as they become available.  Burton will get updated CACC schedule and fees and try to have a presentation ready by the March meeting.
