Good News Reports


Principal Cline reported Jordon Lott won the Poetry for a President competition sponsored by the ROE.  Principal Wilson recognized Sara Rothe as Student Council Student of the Month.  The Home Ec. Dept. received a $3000 Program Improvement Grant.  Member Smargiassi complimented coaches Richardson and Hennemann for involving the 6th grade boys in their program.  The 6th grade basketball program, with the exception of the 6th grade tournament, was one of the budget cuts instituted this year.  Superintendent Burton commented on Pawnee’s pro-active approach to consolidation, which should allow us to “choose our own destiny.”  Governor Quinn’s address yesterday proposed a form of forced consolidation over the next 3 – 5 years. Rural districts need to pay attention to what is going on in Springfield.  Karen Baker reported that the tuition based Preschool was going very well.  There are 20 students in the morning class and 16 students in the afternoon class.  The parents are pleased with the program and she and Nyla Cooper are enjoying running the program.

Superintendent Burton reported that Comptroller Hamilton’s report shows we are at 62% of expenditures and 63% of income and 58.33% into the budget year.  Our State money continues to lag for 2010/11 funding by 41% ($179,879.52 of the $260,293.64 vouchered to 2/10/11. )

Administrative Reports

Principal Cline reported ECE- 8th enrollment is 446 plus 20 in Grant based Pre-K and 36 in tuition based; ISAT testing will be 3/8-3/18; 2/23 Sangamon County Spelling Bee (110 contestants coordinated by Mrs. Seiler); Junior Beta induction 3/16; Mrs. Copp completed a Library evaluation and has chosen “learning environment” as the goal for next school year; and pajama day is 2/18 for Ryan Busby fundraiser.
Principal Wilson reported: HS study hall from 7:30 – 8:10 begun;  mid-term progress reports mailed to parents 2/11; WYSE team earned 1st place at regionals and will progress to sectional in Jacksonville; Jake Walters going to State in wrestling tomorrow; “Baby Think It Over” weekend 1/28-1/31; 7 students inducted into the National Honor Society; and the Student Council raised $500 for Cerebral Palsy.
Comptroller Hamilton commented that Governor Quinn is pushing for consolidation but he is pulling back funding for Transportation.  Without State Transportation funding the increased mileage costs for larger district boundaries would have to be funded by the local taxpayer.

Maintenance/Transportation Director Langheim updated the board:  pesticide training/certification  passed;  received temporary permit for use of F/S containment system for spraying; on-going ROE mandated repairs and security lighting; outside projects; received partial payment ($6400) of flood damage with the remainder forthcoming ($85,000) minus $1000 deductible.  Member Kindernay thanked Langheim for staying on top of the claim.

Superintendent Burton presented Pehlman and Dold’s bid for audit work for 2010/11 in the amount of $7,615, which is an increase of $185.00.  This is a very reasonable bid compared to audit expenses he has experienced.  Kindernay asked for clarification of contract language and proposed bidding the work every 3 – 5 years.  President Bentley stated the audit was released for bid a couple of years ago and Pehlman and Dold was the only bidder.

9.2      Consideration  and review of 2011 Health/Life Safety improvements

Superintendent Burton noted that the list supplied by Tom Hyde, Architect, that was sent out in the packet had been adjusted and Langheim would present a prioritized list.  The list presented consisted of: 1984 Middle School roof replacement ($504,000 estimate); 1970 Middle School boiler replacement ($132,000 estimate); kitchen A/C replacement ($30,000 estimate); concrete/drainage front of school and A-Bldg ($35,000 estimate); north Grade School doors ($15,000 estimate); and 47 front High School windows ($150,000 estimate.)  The floor tile projects estimated to cost $470,400 were scaled back to $300,000.  After discussion, the first six items were proposed to be included in a H/L/S amendment.  The pre-estimate of the proposed work without the floor tile is $866,000.   The list will be forwarded to the architect to complete a H/L/S amendment.  First MidStates will be supplied the list for preliminary bonding information.

Springfield Electric is completing measurements for gym lighting for possible funding by Youth Basketball and Lighting Grants.  A list of needed summer projects, including oil and chipping designated areas; sealing the black top; gym floor refinishing; and carpet cleaning, was also presented for review.
